Our conference is the oldest national tribal judicial conference of its kind.  In these challenging financial times, we are proud to announce that our 2011 annual conference will be held in Marksville, Louisiana, at the beautiful Paragon Resort and Casino, owned and operated by the Tunica-Biloxi Tribe on October 26th-28th, 2011.  NAICJA has conducted its annual conference to improve and enhance tribal justice systems with the goal of strengthening tribal sovereignty.  Our conference would not be possible without the generosity of sponsor contributions to help defray our expenses.  We do not receive any federal money for our conference and rely on Tribes and individuals like you to provide donations through sponsorships to help us meet our expenses, as a 501C(3) non-profit organization.
